As we mentioned in our last issue, there 
are more rule changes coming down the 
line, which will be in force for IWRF 
sanctioned events after the Beijing 
Paralympics.  Among these new 
changes include: 
  
- When in-bounding a ball, a player may 
bounce the ball as many times as he 
wants, while respecting the ten second 
in-bound rule; 
 
- All chairs will be inspected by the 
referees prior to the start of the event, 
and chairs will be subject to random 
checks throughout the tournament; 
 

 
 
 
- The sanction for an equipment 
technical foul will result in a technical 
foul being imposed, and a time-out will 
be taken away.  Where a team no longer 
has time-outs remaining, the team will 
be given another technical foul, which is 
to be served consecutively 
 
- The elimination of any ball-holding 
device which is determined to give a 
mechanical advantage to a player; 
 
- The introduction of a yellow and red 
card system to create stronger penalties 
for serious infractions.
